A total of 261 (78.9%) PNs reported lack of appropriate funding and 281 (84.4%) PNs reported increased workload and lack of time as barriers to effective management of chronic diseases. Poor communication between hospital teams and GPs was cited as a barrier by 212 (63.6%) PNs; 237 (71.4%) PNs cited lack of ongoing access to hospital consultants for advice and 176 (52.7%) PNs cited patients not attending for scheduled appointments as barriers to effective CDM.
